2012 Breeding Contract

This contract is used to purchase a breeding Mateo R, 2004 Andalusian Stallion.  Reg 8454 (S/P) International Andalusian and Lusitano Horse Association.

Owned by Derrail and Mindy Roland, The 4 13 Ranch.

This breeding is being purchased from the Stallion Owner.  This contract is entirely with the Stallion Owner.  For the 2012 breeding season the stallion will be standing at The 4 13 Ranch and an additional contract must be submitted to them for breeding services.  Breeding methods, availability, and venue may vary from year to year.  It is the mare owners responsibility to comply with current year terms.

The Stud fee for a purebred register able Andalusian is $1,500, all other mares $500.  Included within this fee is a nonrefundable booking fee of $100, payable with this contract, which reserves a breeding to the stallion for the 2012 breeding season only.   The entire amount of the stud fee must be paid prior to any breeding services.  Allow 2 weeks for payment by personal check.   

There is a $100 Customer Appreciation discount.  For any one who has ever bred to Hertog Jan v.d. Paddensteeg OR Mateo R  in the past.  Customer must be in good standing and have no past due accounts.  Please provide verification of past breeding

Mare must be found breeding sound by veterinarian before breeding can be attempted.  No breeding attempts will be permitted on a mare who is not found to be breeding sound.  A current clean culture is required on non maiden mares.  Mares being bred on foal heat are allowed a foal heat breeding attempt without a culture.  After every breeding attempt the mare owner has 30 days to forward results of a follow up veterinarian ultrasound to the stallion owner.  Failure to have the mare ultra sounded after a breeding attempt will void this contract. 

 If the breeding does not produce a mare in foal in 2012, the breeding may be used again in 2013 with the purchaser choosing to use either the same mare or a substitute. After 2013, if a mare is not settled in foal this breeding is null and void.  It is the responsibility of the mare owner to produce a mare in foal.  The mare owner is allowed as many breeding attempts as they wish during a breeding season.

The Stallion Owner agrees that if the stud fee is paid, and should the said mare subsequently, as a result of this breeding, not deliver a live foal, that can stand and nurse and live for 72 hours, the stud fee shall be carried forward for the 2013 breeding season.  Should the stud fee change between the first and second year of this contract, Mare Owner shall not be responsible for the difference. 

 Once a live foal has been delivered and said foal can stand and nurse, and live for 72 hours, the obligations set forth in this contract have been fulfilled in its entirety by the Stallion Owner.  Should the mare booked herein fail to conceive and carry a pregnancy the first season, substitution of another mare in her place will be allowed.  The stud fee will be carried forward one season, and the live-foal guarantee is valid, only if the Mare Owner has properly maintained the health of the mare, and verifies the mare’s pregnancy loss, stillbirth, or newborn foal death by providing the Stallion Owner with an original, signed and dated veterinary statement on the veterinarian’s own practice stationery, clearly stating the following: Identification of the mare named herein, verification of the loss of pregnancy or stillbirth and verification that in the veterinarian’s best judgment, the mare was maintained in a reasonable state of health and under reasonable conditions, and that monitoring of the mare around the time of foaling was adequate enough to reasonably detect and attend to any foaling difficulties.  Stallion Owner must receive this certificate within two weeks (14 days) of the discovery of the mare’s pregnancy loss or foal death, and in any case prior to further rebreeding of said mare.

The Live Foal guarantee herein will be void and the Stallion Owner released from liability if:  

A The Mare is sold by the Mare Owner prior to foaling, unless approved by the Stallion Owner. 

B. Booster rhinopneumonitis vaccinations, verified by a veterinarian, are not administered by the Mare Owner as the mare progresses through her pregnancy.

C. The Mare is allowed to graze on Fescue Pasture or fed Fescue hay during the last three months of pregnancy.

D. If breeding via shipped semen, Mare Owner does not have their veterinarian complete, sign, and return a Certificate of Insemination and Pregnancy Examination to The 4 13 Ranch.

It is agreed that if the sire to which this contract pertains should die, or otherwise become unfit for service anytime during the life of this contract, the stud fee paid (less the booking fee) shall be refunded within thirty (30) days, and this contract shall then become null and void.  Should the mare die or become unfit for service anytime during the life of this contract, then a substitute mare should be allowed but in no other way alters the contract.

Upon notification of the birth of a viable foal, Stallion Owner will issue Mare Owner a Breeding Certificate.  

This shall be a binding contract upon both parties when a signed copy of this contract is returned to and accepted by the Stallion Owner.  This contract is then binding upon all heirs and assigns.  Any legal action required to enforce the terms of this contract shall be subject to Laws of the State of Oklahoma.  Any legal action by the Mare Owner must be filed in Leflore County Court, Poteau, Oklahoma. The prevailing party in any dispute shall be entitled to all reasonable attorney’s fees, court costs, and related expenses, whether or not they are chargeable on a cost bill, as may be awarded by the court.  It is agreed that the returned check charge shall be $50.00.  The Stallion Owner reserves the right to refuse service to any party and void this contract by way of certified letter and refund of any unused fees.

I, the undersigned, do hereby certify that I am the Mare Owner named herein, or a duly authorized agent or lessee thereof, and as such have the authority to enter into, and be bound by, this contract, as witnessed by my signature.  I also certify that I have read and understand the terms of this contract.
